The Ou Mountain Range, the backbone of the Tohoku region, runs from the northernmost point to the westernmost point of Sendai.
The highest point of the Range in the city is found on Mt. Funagata (elevation 1,500m) along with the surrounding string of mountains
with elevations in the 1,000m range. To the East is a wide expanse of hilly terrain, through which the Nanakita River, Hirose River,
and Natori Rivers flow eastward into the Pacific Ocean. The plain formed from the sediment deposited by these three rivers spreads
out to the east of the hills.
